Holy Communion 

In this Sacrament, Jesus gives us Himself, His true Body and Blood as we receive the bread 
and wine. Jesus instituted this when he celebrated Passover with his disciples, and assures 
us that each time we receive it, we again remember his death and receive the full benefits 
of His grace and all that he offers. In keeping with the Scripture and the teachings of the 
Lutheran church, we ask each person to consider these questions: 

*Do I acknowledge the fact that I am indeed a sinner and that I am sorry for my sins? 

*Do I believe that Jesus Christ is my Savior from all sin? 

*Am I trusting in Jesus’ promise that I receive full forgiveness and strength through 
this Sacrament? 

*Do I believe and agree that the body and blood of my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, 
are truly present in, with and under the bread and wine? 

*With the Lord’s help, will I seek to amend my sinful life and live in conformity with 
His holy will? 

If you answer yes to all these questions and are baptized, you are welcome to come and      
receive all that Jesus offers in Holy Communion. May the Lord bless your personal  
reception as well as your daily living under His power and blessing.

13And on the Sabbath 

day we went outside the gate to the riverside, where we supposed there was a place of prayer, 

and we sat down and spoke to the women who had come together. 14One who heard us was a 

woman named Lydia, from the city of Thyatira, a seller of purple goods, who was a worshiper 



of God. The Lord opened her heart to pay attention to what was said by Paul. 15And after she 

was baptized, and her household as well, she urged us, saying, “If you have judged me to be 

faithful to the Lord, come to my house and stay.”

10And he 

carried me away in the Spirit to a great, high mountain, and showed me the holy city 

Jerusalem coming down out of heaven from God, 11having the glory of God, its radiance like 

a most rare jewel, like a jasper, clear as crystal. 12It had a great, high wall, with twelve gates, 

and at the gates twelve angels, and on the gates the names of the twelve tribes of the sons of 

Israel were inscribed— 13on the east three gates, on the north three gates, on the south three 

gates, and on the west three gates. 14And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on 

them were the twelve names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb. . . .
