Holy Communion 

In this Sacrament, Jesus gives us Himself, His true Body and Blood as we receive the bread 
and wine. Jesus instituted this when he celebrated Passover with his disciples, and assures 
us that each time we receive it, we again remember his death and receive the full benefits 
of His grace and all that he offers. In keeping with the Scripture and the teachings of the 
Lutheran church, we ask each person to consider these questions: 

*Do I acknowledge the fact that I am indeed a sinner and that I am sorry for my sins? 

*Do I believe that Jesus Christ is my Savior from all sin? 

*Am I trusting in Jesus’ promise that I receive full forgiveness and strength through 
this Sacrament? 

*Do I believe and agree that the body and blood of my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, 
are truly present in, with and under the bread and wine? 

*With the Lord’s help, will I seek to amend my sinful life and live in conformity with 
His holy will? 

If you answer yes to all these questions and are baptized, you are welcome to come and      
receive all that Jesus offers in Holy Communion. May the Lord bless your personal  
reception as well as your daily living under His power and blessing.

35And the next day he took out 

two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care of him, and whatever more 

you spend, I will repay you when I come back.’ 36Which of these three, do you think, proved 

to be a neighbor to the man who fell among the robbers?” 37He said, “The one who showed 

him mercy.” And Jesus said to him, “You go, and do likewise.”
