Holy Communion 

In this Sacrament, Jesus gives us Himself, His true Body and Blood as we receive the bread 
and wine. Jesus instituted this when he celebrated Passover with his disciples, and assures 
us that each time we receive it, we again remember his death and receive the full benefits 
of His grace and all that he offers. In keeping with the Scripture and the teachings of the 
Lutheran church, we ask each person to consider these questions: 

*Do I acknowledge the fact that I am indeed a sinner and that I am sorry for my sins? 

*Do I believe that Jesus Christ is my Savior from all sin? 

*Am I trusting in Jesus’ promise that I receive full forgiveness and strength through 
this Sacrament? 

*Do I believe and agree that the body and blood of my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, 
are truly present in, with and under the bread and wine? 

*With the Lord’s help, will I seek to amend my sinful life and live in conformity with 
His holy will? 

If you answer yes to all these questions and are baptized, you are welcome to come and      
receive all that Jesus offers in Holy Communion. May the Lord bless your personal  
reception as well as your daily living under His power and blessing. 

  

We offer assistance for the hearing impaired.  Just speak to one of our ushers, who will 
be able to help you.  Please return the hearing device to an usher as you exit. 

  

We have a Nursery for infants through age 3 that is available during  our services for you

 1And I, when I came to you, brothers, did not come proclaiming to you the testimony of 

God with lofty speech or wisdom. 2For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus 

Christ and him crucified. 3And I was with you in weakness and in fear and much trembling, 
4and my speech and my message were not in plausible words of wisdom, but in 

demonstration of the Spirit and of power, 5that your faith might not rest in the wisdom of men 

but in the power of God. 

 6Yet among the mature we do impart wisdom, although it is not a wisdom of this age or of 

the rulers of this age, who are doomed to pass away. 7But we impart a secret and hidden 

wisdom of God, which God decreed before the ages for our glory. 8None of the rulers of this 

age understood this, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9But, as
