Holy Communion 

In this Sacrament, Jesus gives us Himself, His true Body and Blood as we receive the bread and 
wine. Jesus instituted this when he celebrated Passover with his disciples, and assures us that each 
time we receive it, we again remember his death and receive the full benefits of His grace and all 
that he offers. In keeping with the Scripture and the teachings of the Lutheran church, we ask each 
person to consider these questions: 

*Do I acknowledge the fact that I am indeed a sinner and that I am sorry for my sins? 

*Do I believe that Jesus Christ is my Savior from all sin? 

*Am I trusting in Jesus’ promise that I receive full forgiveness and strength through this 
Sacrament? 

*Do I believe and agree that the body and blood of my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, are truly 
present in, with and under the bread and wine? 

*With the Lord’s help, will I seek to amend my sinful life and live in conformity with His holy 
will? 

If you answer yes to all these questions and are baptized, you are welcome to come and      receive 
all that Jesus offers in Holy Communion. May the Lord bless your personal  reception as well as 
your daily living under His power and blessing.

8(For 

his disciples had gone away into the city to buy food.) 9The Samaritan woman said to him, 

“How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a woman of Samaria?” (For Jews have no 

dealings with Samaritans.) 10Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is 

that is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,’ you would have asked him, and he would have given 

you living water.” 11The woman said to him, “Sir, you have nothing to draw water with, and 

the well is deep. Where do you get that living water? 12Are you greater than our father Jacob? 

He gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did his sons and his livestock.” 13Jesus said 

to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty again, 14but whoever drinks of the 

water that I will give him will never be thirsty forever. The water that I will give him will 

become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 15The woman said to him, “Sir, 

give me this water, so that I will not be thirsty or have to come here to draw water.” 

 16Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 17The woman answered him, 

“I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 18for 

you have had five husbands, and the one you now have is not your husband. What you have 

said is true.” 19The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a prophet. 20Our fathers 

worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the place where people ought to 

worship.” 21Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this 

mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22You worship what you do not 

know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23But the hour is coming, 

and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the 

Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24God is spirit, and those who worship him 

must worship in spirit and truth.” 25The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming 

(he who is called Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.” 26Jesus said to her, “I 

who speak to you am he.”
